STEP 1 80°C 50-60 Semi Matt Mild Cold PU

Cut your design in mirror image. Film
blade required.

STEP 2 SIZE:
Weed away any excess material.

50cm wide x Tm, 5m, 20m rolls

CUTTING FORCE: Film blade (0.25) from 30gf *
TRANSFER LAYERING: Yes (excluding metallics)

Place transfer face down onto the
garment with the transparent backing
on top and press for 10 seconds at
150°C.
